Welcome back and Happy New Year!
The children have settled back into their routines ready for a busy and fun Spring Term. 
This term we will be learning about winter. We will be retelling stories and using our imagination.   After half term, we will learn all about journeys, different places around the world and transport. We will also be continuing our learning in Maths, as well as Little Wandle for Phonics.

School Hours – Morning Arrival

Literacy
This term in Phonics we will continue to learn to read and write sounds, to be able to write simple words and sentences independently. We are really pleased with the children’s progress and will begin to introduce more digraphs (e.g. ai, ee, igh). Please continue to help your children with their sounds and tricky words at home.
Maths

This term we are deepening children’s understanding of composition of number and looking at how we can add different numbers together to make the same amount, as well as subtraction. We will also be learning about 2D and 3D shapes, as well as patterns.
P.E. 

Please ensure that your child arrives at school on their P.E. day wearing their school tracksuit and sensible trainers. All children have P.E on Thursday and Friday.
Home Readers
Children’s books will be changed on a Friday and we will endeavour to change them at the beginning of the week also if your child has read the book multiple times.  A reminder that book bags should be in school every day, with the reading book kept inside.
Music

We are continuing with our weekly music lessons with Mrs Arnett. This term we will be learning songs about winter and the cold weather. 
Snack 
If you are sending a snack into school, it must be fruit (whole piece or in a named separate pot to go into the snack tray).   Snack should be clearly named.
