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At Plat Douet School every learner is entitled to a curriculum rich and varied, challenging and inspiring, which enables every individual to reach their fullest potential to the highest possible standard and allow all pupils to ‘be the best they can be’.

Rationale 
Music is a powerful, unique form of communication that can change the way children feel, think and act. It brings together intellect and feeling and enables personal expression, reflection and emotional development. Music promotes children’s spiritual, cultural and social development. The learning of music develops an awareness and appreciation of musical traditions, from the past and present, in a variety of cultures and societies. This helps children understand themselves and relate to others, forging important links between the home, school and wider world. The teaching of music develops children’s ability to listen to and appreciate a wide variety of music and to make judgments about musical quality. It encourages active involvement in different forms of music making, both individual and communal, developing a sense of group identity and togetherness. It also increases self discipline and creativity, aesthetic sensitivity and fulfilment. 

Aims and objectives:
· To teach music through the Jersey Curriculum 2014 and the Expressive Arts & Design area of learning from the Foundation Stage. 

· To provide all children with an education in music that is stimulating, enriching and inspiring through curricular and extra-curricular learning. 
· To encourage confidence in all the children through their involvement in music thus promoting individuals interest, self –reliance and motivation. 

· To develop an understanding and appreciation of different types of music and increase their ability to make judgments of musical quality.  
· To promote all the children’s achievements in music within the school and the wider community. 

· To provide all children with the opportunity to express themselves creatively and to develop their musical skills through an understanding of pulse, pitch, rhythm, dynamics, duration, timbre, texture and structure, using both instruments and voices. 

· To develop performing, composing and appraising skills by applying listening skills and knowledge and understanding of music. 

· To become increasingly aware of how music is produced, for example, through the use of instruments and musical processes including relevant symbols and notation. 

Teaching and Learning 
The planning and the delivery of the Music Curriculum is mainly the responsibility of the class teacher.   
Nursery and Reception classes provide opportunities for Music in the classroom little and often.  Teachers ensure children are able to choose from a wide range of musical activities such as: finger rhymes, counting songs, listening games, all in accordance with the Early Years Foundation Stage.

All classes from Y1-6 have a ½ hour music session weekly taught by the class teacher or a regular supply teacher; in some cases a music specialist delivers a ½ hour weekly Whole Class Ensemble session to some classes in KS2.

Kagan Structures

In Music, lessons will be taught utilising cooperative learning approach. Teachers know and apply their understanding of the PIES principles that underpin cooperative learning:
· (P) Positive Interdependence  – children feel on the same side and that they need each other;
· (I) Individual Accountability - children feel they can’t hide- they are required to participate;
· (E) Equal participation - children feel equal status;
· (S) Simultaneous Interaction high % of class active  - children feel engaged;
Teachers use at least one planned cooperative learning structure per Music lesson. This is recorded on the teachers MTP planning.

· Teachers use a wide range of structures when teaching [insert subject].
· The structures used match the type of learning- see page 6.24 of Kagan Cooperative learning book.

· During lessons, teachers will also use quick unplanned structures. For example ask a question, give children think time and then select a simple known structure such as RallyRobin or As tell Bs.
· Teachers to adopt a no hands up approach in their classrooms. 
· Teachers stop and fix a structure as needed.

· Children are placed in heterogeneous teams of 4 based on achievement levels, gender, personality and other factors. 
· Children know their ‘face partner’ and ‘shoulder partner’ using these partners for verbal responses.
Assessment, Recording, Monitoring, Evaluating

Assessment of music is seen as an ongoing process throughout the year.  Pupils are assessed by the class teacher, using the success criteria from the medium term plan.  These assessments can be used to aid reports to Parents at the end of the school year.

Evidence of children’s singing, compositions and performances may be recorded on an iPad.  These performances can then be played back to the class using Apple TV allowing children to appraise their own and other children’s work.

Cross Curricular Activities 
Whilst music is taught as a discrete subject, teachers should realise how music can enhance other subject areas.  Teachers can exploit cross-curricular links particularly with English, Dance, History, Geography and Art.

Links between music and IT should be recognised and planning should reflect the many opportunities available.

Additional musical opportunities
· Children have additional opportunities to develop their skills through instrumental lessons, provided by JMS.  This is a chargeable service.

· The JMS have also extended their outreach provision to include whole staff teaching as a CPD opportunity for Teachers.
· All children take part in whole school singing where possible during the school year. This mainly takes place during school assemblies, productions, carol services etc…

· Children are provided with musical opportunities throughout the year to perform in school concerts.  

· The School Choir and Instrumental groups will be encouraged to perform in Assembly whenever performances are ready to be heard. 
These all provide important opportunities for the children to perform, share and enjoy through singing and playing.  

Extra-curricular activities 
The school has a choir, consisting of pupils from Years 5/6. The choir takes place as part of an after school club.  The choir have the opportunity to sing at numerous occasions/events throughout the school year.  The school has taken part in Jersey Sings every year since 2016, this is a concert held along with 28 other schools and part of a 1,400 strong choir.
Rights Respecting School
Plat Douet are a Rights Respecting School. Through teaching of Music lessons we specifically support the development of the following Articles.

The Role of the Subject Leader
The role of the coordinator is:

· To assist teachers in the preparation, planning and delivery of the Music Curriculum for Jersey to all classes at Plat Douet School.

· To provide staff with specialist advice and/or support either in class or through INSET

· To ensure the upkeep and availability of resources

· To liaise with outside agencies such as JMS, INSET providers, community groups etc.
· To liaise with other schools

· To monitor Medium Term plans and feedback accordingly

· To monitor the teaching and learning of Music

· To organise and manage the Music budget
