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At Plat Douet School every learner is entitled to a curriculum rich and varied, challenging and inspiring, which enables every individual to reach their fullest potential to the highest possible standard and allow all pupils to ‘be the best they can be’.

Aims and objectives

At Plat Douet School we recognise that the personal development of pupils, spiritually, morally, socially and culturally (SMSC) plays a significant part in their ability to learn and achieve.  We therefore aim to provide an education that provides pupils with opportunities to explore and develop: 

· Their own values and beliefs, 
· Spiritual awareness,
·  high standards of personal behaviour, 

· A positive, caring attitude towards other people, 
· An understanding of their social and cultural traditions 
· An appreciation of the diversity and richness of the cultures.

The Spiritual Development of pupils is shown by their: 

( Ability to be reflective about their own beliefs, religious or otherwise, which inform their perspective on life and their interest in and respect for different people’s feelings, values and faiths. 

( Sense of enjoyment and fascination in learning about themselves, others and the world around them

( Use of imagination and creativity in their learning 

( Willingness to reflect on their experiences 

The Moral Development of pupils is shown by their: 

( Ability to recognise the difference between right and wrong, and their readiness to apply this understanding in their own lives, recognise legal boundaries and, in doing so, respect the civil and criminal law in Jersey

( Understanding of the consequences of their behaviour and actions 

( Interest in investigating and offering reasoned views about, moral and ethical issues and ability to understand and appreciate the viewpoints of others on these issues. 

The Social Development of pupils is shown by their: 

( Use of a range of social skills in different contexts, including working and socialising with other pupils, including those from different religious, ethnic and socio-economic backgrounds 

( Willingness to participate in a variety of communities and social settings, including by volunteering, cooperating well with others and being able to resolve conflicts effectively 

( Acceptance and engagement with the fundamental values of democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty and mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs: they develop and demonstrate skills and attitudes that will allow them to particular fully in and contribute positively to life. 
The Cultural Development of pupils is shown by their: 
( Understanding and appreciation of the wide range of cultural influences that have shaped their own heritage and that of others 

( Understanding and appreciation of the wide range of different cultures within school and further afield as an essential element of their preparation for life in modern Britain 

( Knowledge of Jersey’s democratic parliamentary system and its central role in shaping our history and values, and in continuing to develop Jersey 

( Willingness to participate in and respond positively to artistic, musical sporting and cultural
As a school we recognise the importance of these values because:

· People, staff as well as pupils, and achieve better when they feel valued.

· Our beliefs and values influence the way we behave and the community that we live in

· Education is about the development of the whole person
Teaching and Organisation

Development in SMSC will take place across all curriculum areas, within activities that encourage pupils to recognise the spiritual dimension of their learning, reflect on the significance of what they are learning, and to recognise any challenges that there may be to their own attitude and lifestyle. Teachers will inspire pupils through the enthusiasm for and modelling of learning. Teachers at Plat Douet will use creative strategies and challenging questions to engage pupils in their learning and relate it to their own experiences.

All curriculum areas should seek illustrations and examples drawn from as wide a range of cultural contexts as possible.

Class discussions and circle time will give pupils opportunities to:

· Talk about personal experiences and feelings.

· Express and clarify their own ideas and beliefs.

· Speak about difficult events, e.g. bullying, death etc.

· Share thoughts and feelings with other people.

· Explore relationships with friends/family/others.

· Consider others needs and behaviour.

· Show empathy.

· Develop self-esteem and a respect for others.

· Develop a sense of belonging.

· Develop the skills and attitudes that enable pupils to develop socially, morally, spiritually and culturally – e.g. empathy, respect, open mindedness, sensitivity, critical awareness, etc (for comprehensive list see attached sheet).

Many curriculum areas provide opportunities to:

· Listen and talk to each other.

· Learn an awareness of treating all as equals, and accepting people who are physically or mentally different.

· Agree and disagree.

· Take turns and share equipment.

· Work co-operatively and collaboratively.
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
